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AN ACT relating to the State Board of Medical Licensure.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   KRS 311.530 is amended to read as follows:

(1)
There is hereby created in state government an independent board to be known as the State Board of Medical Licensure which shall exercise all medical and osteopathic licensure functions heretofore exercised by the State Board of Health.

The offices of the board shall be maintained at such place as is designated by the board. 

(3)
The board shall consist of fifteen (15) members, including:

(a)
The commissioner of public health;[,]
(b)
The dean of the University of Kentucky College of Medicine;[,]
(c)
The vice dean for clinical affairs of the University of Louisville School of Medicine;[,] 

(d)
The dean of the Pikeville College School of Osteopathic Medicine;[,] and 

(e)
Eleven (11) members appointed by the Governor as follows:[.]
1.
One (1) member shall be a licensed osteopathic physician and shall be appointed from a list of three (3) names submitted by the Kentucky Osteopathic Association;[.]
2.
Seven (7) members shall be licensed medical physicians and shall be appointed from a list of three (3) names submitted for each position by the Kentucky Medical Association;[.]

3.
Membership of the eight (8) licensed physicians appointed by the Governor pursuant to this paragraph shall be constituted so that there is geographic representation from all areas of the state. The Governor shall appoint at least one (1) licensed physician to the board from eastern and western regions of the state composed of the following counties:

a.
Eastern region: Carter, Estill, Powell, Breathitt, Magoffin, Floyd, Pike, Martin, Johnson, Lawrence, Boyd, Greenup, Rowan, Elliot, Menifee, Morgan, Wolfe, Lee, Knott, Jackson, Owsley, Perry, Letcher, Clay, Leslie, Harlan, and Bell; and

b.
Western region: Fulton, Hickman, Carlisle, Ballard, McCracken, Livingston, Crittenden, Lyon, Caldwell, Trigg, Union, Webster, Henderson, Daviess, McLean, Hancock, Ohio, Christian, Muhlenberg, Todd, Butler, Logan, Grayson, Edmonson, Warren, Simpson, Hart, Barren, Allen, Graves, Marshall, Calloway, and Hopkins;

4.
If there is not at least one (1) licensed physician on the board from each of the regions defined in this paragraph, all names submitted by the Kentucky Medical Association to the Governor to fill vacancies or expired terms on the board shall be composed of licensed physicians from the region or regions not represented on the board; and

5.
Three (3) members shall be citizens at large who are representatives of any recognized consumer advocacy groups with an interest in the delivery of health care and are not associated with or financially interested in the practice or business regulated.
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
