SUBJECT: AN ACT relating to criminal record expungement
SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: Create a new section of KRS Chapter 431 to allow a felony record to be expunged under specified circumstances; amend KRS 431.078, relating to misdemeanor expungement, to begin the five-year waiting period from the date of adjudication of the offense; amend KRS 527.040, relating to possession of a firearm by a felon, to exempt individuals who have had their felony records expunged; create a new section of KRS Chapter 431 to require the Administrative Office of the Courts to keep a confidential index of expungement orders for the preparation of presentence investigations.

STATE IMPACT: Class A, B & C felonies are based on an average daily prison rate of $60.02. Upon sentencing, most Class D felons are housed in one of 79 full service jails for up to five years. Certain Class C felons may be housed in full service jails for up to ten years if there are no available state prison beds. The Department of Corrections reimburses the jails at a daily rate of $34.91. Note: projections are based on the daily rate x 365 x number of years (rounded).

 Section 1 Creates a new section that allows a Class D offender's felony record to be expunged after certain conditions are met. This provision can serve as an incentive for offenders to remain crime free for the 10-year period of time required. Additionally, these individuals can be considered for employment opportunities that are normally off limits to ex-felons, further reducing the risk of recidivism.
While there is no way to know how many individuals would be impacted, a 1% reduction in recidivism is projected to reduce the number of individuals who return to DOC custody by 159. This could generate approximately $5,550 per day in jail reimbursement savings (most Class D felons are housed in county jails). Taking into consideration that DOC's reentry program offsets the savings by approximately $800,000 per year, the annual net savings could still reach $1.2 million in jail reimbursements.
