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AN ACT relating to green cleaning products in schools.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 162 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

As used in this section:

(a)
"Cleaning product" means a product intended for use for routine cleaning of schools, including but not limited to general purpose cleaners, bathroom cleaners, glass cleaners, carpet cleaners, floor care products, and hand soaps, and does not include disinfectants; and

(b)
"Green cleaning products" means products that have been certified by an independent third party evaluator as meeting preferable health and environmental standards.

(2)
The Kentucky Department of Education shall consult with the Department for Environmental Protection and the Kentucky Chapter of the U. S. Green Building Council in promoting the implementation of green cleaning programs in schools. After consultation with both organizations, the Department of Education shall annually recommend to school districts:

(a)
An updated list of preferred green cleaning products; 

(b)
Green cleaning procedures that will reduce the use of toxic chemicals and improve indoor air quality while meeting standards necessary for cleanliness and health; and

(c)
A template for a green cleaning plan which incorporates:

1.
Best practices;

2.
Staff training and education; and

3.
Sample green cleaning policies.

(3)
The Kentucky Department of Education shall compile and make available to the public a list of school districts that have adopted a green cleaning policy.

This section shall be cited as the "Green Cleaning Schools Act."
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
