Part II:  Purpose and Mechanics
HB 196 creates a new section of KRS 100.985 to 100.987 and KRS 278.650 to 278.665. It amends KRS 100.9865, KRS 278.665, and KRS 278.990.  The effect of this measure would be to require cellular service providers with antenna towers located in the jurisdiction of a planning commission to file a report with the planning commission.  The report would include items such as plans for action during a power failure or natural disaster.  Any local government body that is part of the planning unit may enact an ordinance that deems a violation of this requirement to be a civil offense.  Should a local government designate a violation to be a civil offense, the penalty may not exceed $1,000 for each day the violation continues.

Part III:  Fiscal Explanation, Bill Provisions, and Estimated Cost
The net fiscal impact of HB 196 is anticipated to be minimal.  In general, local governments and local government associations report little to no fiscal impact anticipated from this measure.  The Kentucky Association of Counties, however, notes that bigger counties would likely see more of an impact than smaller counties, so it is difficult for them to determine a particular degree of impact for all counties across the state.  

Any fiscal impact is dependent upon, first, whether or not the local legislative body decides to enact an ordinance making a violation of the measure a civil offense.  If the local governing body enacted an ordinance to this effect, a cellular telecommunications service provider would have to violate the provisions of this bill by not filing the required report in order for any revenue to be realized.  Enacting an ordinance would incur some cost through public advertising of meetings and/or the ordinance itself.  If a cellular telecommunications service provider did commit a civil offense by violation of these provisions as designated in an ordinance passed by the local government, the local government may realize some revenue.  The net fiscal impact of this would be minimal, at best.  
As a point of information, 2010 data from the Kentucky Transportation Cabinet shows that approximately 20 counties in the state have no planning units.  Another three counties reportedly had inactive planning units.  The active planning units throughout the state exist in a variety of forms, including some that cover only cities and others that cover entire counties.
