MEASURE'S PURPOSE:   HB 228 HCS requires the Cabinet for Health and Family Services to establish a pilot program for children's dental services and give Medicaid eligible children priority. The program will be housed in the Department for Health Services and is to start no later than January 1, 2013, if funds are available. The bill also requires an evaluation to be made and reported to the Governor and the Legislative Research Commission within six months of the end of the project.
PROVISION/MECHANICS: HB 228 HCS creates a new section of KRS 211 and requires the Department for Health Services to seek grants and other funding to implement a pilot project to improve access to dental services for children. The program will target children age zero through age twelve and prioritize services to Medicaid eligibles or those who are uninsured or under insured. 
FISCAL EXPLANATION: The fiscal impact of this pilot project in indeterminable because its implementation is subject to the availability of funds in the Department for Public Heath and in the Local Health Departments who are required to provide case management services if funds are available.
