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AN ACT relating to the use of school property.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   KRS 162.050 is amended to read as follows:

(1)
For purposes of this section, "school property" means any public school building, campus, grounds, recreational areas, or athletic fields in the charge of a board of education of a school district.

(2)
(a)
The board of education of any school district may permit the use of school property[the schoolhouse], while school is not in session:[,]
1.
By any lawful public assembly of educational, religious, agricultural, political, civic, or social bodies; or

2.
By any individual or group for purposes other than those listed in subparagraph 1. of this paragraph;

(b)
The use of school property shall be permitted under policies adopted by the board; and

(c)
The board may charge a reasonable fee for expenses incurred by the use of school property as identified in this section. 

(3)
No member of the board or other school official shall be held liable for damages for any injury to person or property resulting from the use of school property as identified in this section[under rules and regulations which the board deems proper].
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
