MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  HB259 GA requires the Cabinet for Health and Family Services to establish an adult abuse registry of each individual against whom an allegation of abuse, neglect, or exploitation of an adult has been substantiated by the cabinet. HB 259 GA further prohibits providers of adult institutional, community-based long term care or consumer-directed care from being on or employing persons listed on this registry.  Prohibits placing a person's name on the registry until all appeals have been completed and the substantiation is upheld.
PROVISION/MECHANICS:  HB259 GA creates a new section of KRS Chapter 209 to define the terms "adult" and "adult institutional and long-term care service provider"; and requires the Cabinet for Health and Family Services to implement a registry of each individual against whom an allegation of abuse, neglect, or exploitation of an adult has been substantiated. The measure requires that the registry be available to the public, but permits the CHFS to charge a fee to access the registry if there are insufficient funds to maintain it; and requires the cabinet to promulgate regulations. HB 259 GA requires adult institutional, community-based long-term care service providers and Consumer Directed Care providers to not employ or be an individual whose name appears on the registry; and clarifies that all administrative hearings shall be conducted in accordance with Chapter 13B. The measure clarifies that an individual's name shall not be placed on the registry until all administrative appeals and judicial proceedings have been completed; and amends KRS 205.5606 to require that each person who provides services under that section shall not employ an individual whose name appears on the registry. The measure amends KRS 210.795 to state that an individual whose name appears on the registry is ineligible to be a provider under that statute; and prohibits providers from employing individuals whose name appear on the registry. KRS 209.140 is amended to state that the names of persons against whom an allegation of abuse, neglect, or exploitation has been substantiated shall be available to potential employers and the public.
The GA version of this bill retains the original provisions, except defines the term "substantiated," and clarifies that proceedings must be related to the appeal of a substantiated finding; creates a new section of KRS Chapter 605 to state that a name may not be placed on a child abuse registry unless all administrative appeals or judicial proceedings related to the administrative appeal have been completed and an allegation has been upheld.
FISCAL EXPLANATION:  Per the Cabinet for Health and Family Services, the costs associated with development and operation of an Adult Abuse Registry, including the processing of appeals, are projected to total to $1,190,000 in the first year and $1,021,000 in the second year.
The Governor's FB 2012-14 Biennial Budget Recommendation for the Department for Community Based Services includes General Fund support for both years of the biennium as estimated by the cabinet for this purpose.
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
