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On page 7 after line 7 by inserting the following:

"SECTION 2.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 6 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
The Legislative Research Commission shall design and implement a substance abuse screening program for legislators which shall include periodic testing of the legislator's blood or urine or may implement other reliable methods of determining substance abuse, including written questionnaires.

(2)
A legislator shall be ineligible to serve the remainder of his or her term if he or she:

(a)
Does not participate in the substance abuse screening program established under this section; or

(b)
Refuses to comply with the requirements of subsection (6) of this section after a positive result on a substance abuse screening administered by the Legislative Research Commission for the presence of:

1.
A Schedule I controlled substance; or

2.
A Schedule II to V controlled substance not prescribed for that person.

(3)
The substance abuse screening component of the program shall be designed so as to require that testing occurs:

(a)
Prior to the legislator taking his or her oath of office at the beginning of each term of office; and

(b)
Once for each subsequent year that the legislator holds office with the legislator being assigned a random month within that year to submit to testing by the Legislative Research Commission following receipt of reasonable notice.

(4)
The results of testing conducted under this section shall not be admissible in any criminal proceeding without the consent of the person tested. 

(5)
The Legislative Research Commission shall promulgate administrative regulations to prescribe the design, operation, and standards for the implementation of this section. The administrative regulations shall include:

(a)
A requirement that the legislator pay all substance abuse screening costs. If a legislator passes the substance abuse screening, his or her costs shall be reimbursed;

(b)
A requirement that each legislator sign a written acknowledgement stating that he or she has received and understands the substance abuse screening policy;

(c)
A policy that a legislator who fails a substance abuse screening has the right to additional screenings;

(d)
A policy that a legislator who tests positive will be provided with a list of licensed substance abuse treatment providers available in his or her area;

(e)
A policy that a legislator who has tested positive for a substance described in subsection (2)(b) of this section shall pass a substance abuse screening before being eligible to serve the remainder of his or her term except as provided in subsection (6) of this section.

(6)
(a)
After testing positive for any substance described in subsection (2)(b) of this section, a legislator shall enter a probationary period.

(b)
1.
The probationary period shall begin with a sixty (60) day grace period, during which the legislator shall enter a substance abuse treatment program or risk being unable to continue serving. After that initial sixty (60) day grace period, a second substance abuse screening shall be conducted.

2.
If a legislator tests positive for a substance described in subsection (2)(b) of this section, then he or she shall within fourteen (14) days, show evidence of having entered a substance abuse treatment program.  During this fourteen (14) day period the legislator shall not be allowed to vote on any pending legislation and his or her legislative salary shall be suspended.

(c)
1.
If a legislator does not test positive for any substance described in subsection (2)(b) of this section on the second screening conducted under subparagraph (b)1. of this subsection then the legislator shall pass two (2) additional substance abuse screenings conducted at random intervals during the next twenty-four (24) months. 

2.
If the legislator does not test positive for any substance described in subsection (2)(b) of this section on the subsequent screenings conducted under subparagraph 1. of this paragraph then the legislator's record shall be expunged and he or she shall only be eligible for substance abuse screenings as otherwise provided in this section.

(d)
1.
If the legislator tests positive for any substance described in subsection (2)(b) of this section during any of the subsequent screenings conducted under paragraph (c) of this subsection then the legislator shall, within fourteen (14) days, show evidence of having entered a substance abuse treatment program. During this fourteen (14) day period the legislator shall not be allowed to vote on any pending legislation and his or her legislative salary shall be suspended unless he or she provides proof of entry into an approved substance abuse treatment program.

2.
If the legislator does not begin treatment within the fourteen (14) day time period, he or she shall no longer be eligible to serve as a legislator.

3.
If the legislator does begin treatment, he or she shall continue to be eligible to serve as a legislator. Sixty (60) days after completion of the treatment program, the recipient shall pay for another substance abuse screening. If the legislator does not test positive for any substance described in subsection (2)(b) of this section, he or she shall pass two (2) additional substance abuse screenings conducted at random intervals over the next twenty-four (24) months. If the legislator does not test positive for any substance described in subsection (2)(b) of this section, then the legislator's record shall be expunged and he or she shall only be eligible for substance abuse screenings as otherwise provided in this section."
