STATE IMPACT: Class A, B & C felonies are based on an average daily prison rate of $60.02. Upon sentencing, most Class D felons are housed in one of 79 full service jails for up to five years. Certain Class C felons may be housed in full service jails for up to ten years if there are no available prison beds. The Department of Corrections’ cost to incarcerate a felony inmate in a jail is $34.91 per day. Note: projections are based on the daily rate x 365 x number of years (rounded).

 Section 5 Creates a new Class A felony offense when a person uses any influence on any member of the Committee on Legislative Redistricting to affect the drawing of district lines in the plans for the redistricting process. The penalty for such an offense also includes a $500,000 fine. While there is no way to know how many individuals would be convicted of this new crime, the severe penalties are expected to deter such activity. Therefore, it is expected that this bill will not generate a significant number of new felons to the department.
