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AN ACT relating to personal-care homes.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS 216.750 TO 216.780 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
(a)
Prior to admission to a personal-care home, an individual shall be examined and assessed by a medical professional to determine the appropriateness of admission to a personal-care home.

(b)
If, upon completion of the examination and assessment required in paragraph (a) of this subsection, it is determined that an individual has an acquired brain injury, the following shall apply:

1.
The individual shall be further assessed using the Rancho Level of Cognitive Function Scale (LCFS); and

2.
An individual who scores a Level V or lower on the Rancho Level of Cognitive Function Scale (LCFS) shall not be admitted to a personal-care home.

(2)
No person under the age of eighteen (18) years shall be admitted to a personal-care home.

Section 2.   Section 1 of this Act shall be known and may be cited as "Larry's Law."
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
