MEASURE'S PURPOSE:   HB 326/HCS1 establishes that cancer, resulting in either temporary or permanent disability, is an occupational disease for full-time firefighters.
PROVISION/MECHANICS:  HB 326/HCS1 creates a new section of KRS Chapter 95 to establish that cancer, resulting in either temporary or permanent disability or death, is an occupational disease for full-time firefighters, establishes the guidelines for compensation, and establishes the types of carcinogens associated with specific types of cancers.
FISCAL EXPLANATION:  The provisions of HB 326/HCS1 have no fiscal impact on the state.  There likely will be an impact on local entities that employ full-time firefighters.  A local mandate is attached to the bill.
