MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  HB361 establishes a medical review panel system for use in civil litigation relating to long-term-care facilities. 
PROVISION/MECHANICS:  HB361 sets up a procedure for a long-term-care facility to provide proof of insurance or financial responsibility in order to qualify to operate as a long-term-care facility. The measure provides that all malpractice claims against a qualified provider, other than those agreed to, go to binding arbitration. All claims shall be reviewed by a medical review panel. HB 361 also sets up the procedure to establish the panel and the process to be utilized to conduct the review of the claim and make a determination. 
FISCAL EXPLANATION: The legislation requires the cabinet to provide administrative support to the panels but the $100 filing fee would be insufficient to provide the support. It is unknown how many panels would require administrative support. Each position that required providing the support would cost $50,000. There is also some question about the monetary resources of the claimants and the timing of any recoveries.
