While the expense of housing inmates varies by jail, the state’s cost to incarcerate a felony inmate in a jail is $34.91 per day. Note: projections are based on the daily rate x 365 x number of years (rounded).

 Section 19 Creates a new Class A misdemeanor for tattooing or body piercing a minor without written notarized consent of a custodial parent or legal guardian. Section 22 expands the penalty for tatooing or body piercing without first registering with the local health department to include imprisonment of 10 days to 6 months in addition to a fine.
