MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  The purpose of this measure is to create the Kentucky Board of Licensure for Tattooing and Body Piercing. The Kentucky Board of Licensure for Tattooing and Body Piercing shall be an independent agency attached to the Division of Occupations and Professions for administrative and clerical purposes and establishes criteria for tattoo artists.
PROVISION/MECHANICS:  This measure establishes a new section, KRS Chapter 317C, and prohibits any person to engage in the practice of tattooing or body piercing for compensation or to allow himself or herself to be a licensed tattoo artist of body piercing technician unless the person holds the applicable license issued under the chapter. This chapter defines terms used in the chapter, such as "Apprentice"; "Board"; "Body piercing Studio"; “Extreme forms of body modification"; “Body piercing"; "Body piercing technician"; "Tattoo artist"; "Tattoo studio", and “tattooing." KRS 317C (1) creates a board to be known as the Kentucky Board of Licensure for Tattooing and Body Piercing, which shall be an independent agency attached to the Division of Operations and Professions for administrative and clerical purposes. This measure establishes the criteria for the new board and what the board is responsible of overseeing and administering.
FISCAL EXPLANATION:  This measure will require startup costs to develop the Kentucky Board of Licensure for Tattooing and Body Piercing. One of the major costs is legal counsel to develop regulations, which results in legal costs. There will be administrative costs related to the filing of paper work, etc. Some examples of costs will be postage; printing; office supplies, and computer equipment. This measure establishes a per diem to be paid to the members for travel expenses.  It will take a few years for the board to generate fees, therefore the Occupations and Professions Board will be required to provide support for the new board until they are self sustaining. This measure’s expenses should be paid with restricted funds. However, it is possible that Boards and Commissions will request General Funds until sufficient fees have been collected to support the new board.
