Part II:  Purpose and Mechanics
HB 382 creates a comprehensive scheme for the licensing and regulation of tattoo artists and body piercing technicians.  The bill establishes a state board of licensure and creates a funding source derived from license and examination fees.  The bill provides for criminal penalties for violations.

HB 382 delays the effective date of the bill until January 1, 2013.         

Part III:  Fiscal Explanation, Bill Provisions, and Estimated Cost
The fiscal impact of HB 382 on local governments is minimal.  The fiscal impact on local governments is related to the costs of jailing individuals who violate the bill.
Generally, any person who violates the requirements of HB 382 shall be fined not less than $50 or more than $500 and/or imprisoned for not less than 10 days or more than 6 months.  However, any person who engages in tattooing or body piercing of a minor without the written notarized consent of a legal guardian is guilty of a Class A misdemeanor.  A person guilty of a Class A misdemeanor may be incarcerated for up to 12 months.  Local governments will be responsible for incarcerating individuals charged with violating HB 382.  Individuals convicted under the bill can be incarcerated in any of Kentucky’s 84 jails for up to 1 year.  While the expense of housing inmates varies by jail, each additional inmate will increase facility costs by an estimated average of $31.34 per day.  

The number of cases constituting a crime under HB 382 is expected to be small.  Therefore, the costs borne by local governments are expected to be minimal.
