MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  
The measure creates the Kentucky Commission on Public Health within the Public Health Leadership Institute at the University of Kentucky. The measure establishes the membership and duties of the commission including that all health departments achieve national accreditation and maintain accreditation by the national Public Health Accreditation Board by December 31, 2020.
PROVISION/MECHANICS:   
Section 1 creates a new section of KRS Chapter 164 to create the Kentucky Commission on Public Health within the Public Health Leadership Institute at the University of Kentucky. Section 1 outlines the duties of the commission including: ensuring that all health departments in Kentucky achieve national accreditation by December 31, 2020; ensuring that health departments in Kentucky undertake quality improvement efforts; provide technical assistance to health departments seeking accreditation; make recommendations to the Governor and General Assembly regarding activities designed to improve the functioning of health departments; and, seeking out state or non-state resources to help health departments achieve improvements. Section 1 also outlines the membership of the commission and how members of the commission are selected; empowers the commission to hire an executive director and staff and to contract with the University of Kentucky or other qualified entities for services. In addition, Section 1 creates a requirement that the commission submit a report by August 1 of each year to the Governor and the Interim Joint Committee on Health and Welfare regarding its progress relating to health departments.
Section 2 provides a General Fund appropriation to the Kentucky Commission on Public Health in the amount of $500,000 for fiscal year 2012-2013 and $500,000 for fiscal year 2013-2014 to be used for purposes set forth in the Act.
FISCAL EXPLANATION:  

The fiscal impact of the legislation is the General Fund appropriation of $500,000 in fiscal years 2013 and 2014. 
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
