  Changes the offense of failure by a dispenser to transmit data from a Class A misdemeanor for the first offense and a Class D felony for each subsequent offense to a Class B misdemeanor and a Class A misdemeanor respectively. Changes the offense of intentional disclosure of transmitted data to an unauthorized person from a Class D felony or first offense and Class C felony for second and subsequent offense to a Class B misdemeanor for first offense and Class A misdemeanor for second and subsequent offenses.
LOCAL IMPACT: Local governments are responsible for the cost of incarcerating individuals charged with Class A or Class B misdemeanors and housing those charged with felony offenses until disposition of the case. While the expense of housing inmates varies by jail, the state’s cost to incarcerate a felony inmate in a jail is $34.91 per day. Note: projections are based on the daily rate x 365 x number of years (rounded).

 Section 5 Creates a new Class A misdemeanor relative to ownership of a pain management facility and its dispensing of controlled substances. Changes the offense of failure by a dispenser to transmit data from a Class A misdemeanor for the first offense and a Class D felony for each subsequent offense to a Class B misdemeanor and a Class A misdemeanor respectively. Changes the offense of intentional disclosure of transmitted data to an unauthorized person from a Class D felony or first offense and Class C felony for second and subsequent offense to a Class B misdemeanor for first offense and Class A misdemeanor for second and subsequent offenses.
