Part II:  Purpose and Mechanics
HB 413 proposes to amend the Constitution of Kentucky to prohibit the payment of salaries of General Assembly members for a Special Session of the General Assembly after a Regular Session in which a bill was not passed appropriating funds for the operation of state government.

Part III:  Fiscal Explanation, Bill Provisions, and Estimated Cost
The fiscal impact of HB 413 on local government is expected to be a minimal increase in expenditures.

If HB 413 is enacted, County Clerks will be required to place the Constitutional question on the ballot for the 2012 general election.  Since the question would be considered as an additional item on an already scheduled statewide election, the only additional cost County Clerks would have related to the election are the additional costs of programming the voting machines.

According to Harp Enterprises, a vendor that provides electronic voting machines to 97 Kentucky counties, there is some additional programming cost to add a constitutional amendment question to a ballot.  The cost to add a constitutional amendment to the ballot for Franklin County, with 44 precincts, is estimated to be between $1,250 and $2,000.
