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On page 6, beginning on line 4 and continuing through the end of line 25 by deleting paragraph (b) in its entirety and by inserting in lieu thereof the following:

"(b)
1.
When a state or local law enforcement agency investigates an inhabitable property that it has reason to believe has been used as a clandestine methamphetamine lab, the state or local law enforcement agency shall, if no appeal as set out in paragraph (a) of this subsection is filed, or upon the determination of the secretary that the inhabitable property is contaminated if an appeal is filed, notify the county attorney, who shall then file with the county clerk a methamphetamine contamination lien notice. The notice shall include the name and address of the property owner of the inhabitable property. If the inhabitable property is a multifamily housing unit, the methamphetamine contamination notice shall identify which unit is the subject of the notice. The county clerk shall receive the fee set out in KRS 64.012(7) for a state lien. The fee shall be paid by the property owner. The notice required in this paragraph shall be submitted in the manner prescribed by the cabinet. The lien shall be in favor of the Commonwealth.

2.
If the inhabitable property is decontaminated pursuant to subsection (6) of this section, the local health department shall notify the county attorney, who shall then file a release of the methamphetamine decontamination lien notice with the county clerk. If the inhabitable property is a multifamily housing unit, the methamphetamine decontamination notice shall identify which unit is the subject of the notice. The county clerk shall receive the fee set out in KRS 64.012(8) for a release of a state lien. The fee shall be paid by the property owner. The lien shall remain valid until decontamination has occurred.".
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
