Part II:  Purpose and Mechanics
HB 418 GA places a state lien on inhabitable property when a home is contaminated by methamphetamine production.  Upon determination that the property is contaminated, the county attorney is required to file a methamphetamine lien notice with the county clerk.  The lien is attached to the property deed, and the property owner is responsible for the filing fee.  When the property has been properly cleaned, the county attorney is required to file a release of methamphetamine decontamination lien notice with the county clerk.  The property owner is likewise responsible for this filing fee.      

Part III:  Fiscal Explanation, Bill Provisions, and Estimated Cost
The fiscal impact of HB 418 GA on local governments is indeterminable but expected to be minimal.  The cost to local governments will be the county attorney’s time in completing and filing the necessary notice of contamination or decontamination with the county clerk.  The amount of time devoted to filing the required notices will depend on the number of methamphetamine contaminated properties within the county.   The property owner is responsible for payment of the county clerk’s filing fee.  No provision is made for compensating the county attorney.  
HB 418 GA imposes new duties on county attorneys.  County attorneys typically act as criminal prosecutors.  They also represent the local government in certain civil matters.  However, HB 418 GA requires county attorneys to file notices when a state or local law enforcement agency or the Department for Public Health determines a property has been used for clandestine methamphetamine production.  County attorneys also must file a notice of decontamination when the local health department determines a property has been properly cleaned.  These duties are new and unrelated to the current responsibilities of county attorneys.
