Part II:  Purpose and Mechanics
HB 436 amends KRS 525.145 and makes it a Class A misdemeanor to disrupt a religious service.  Disruption is defined as any act tending to obstruct or interfere with the service or making any utterance, gesture or display designed to outrage the sensibilities of the group attending the occasion.  Under current law, KRS 525.145 makes it a Class A misdemeanor to disrupt a funeral or funeral procession.       

Part III:  Fiscal Explanation, Bill Provisions, and Estimated Cost
The fiscal impact of HB 436 is indeterminable but expected to be minimal.  HB 436 makes it a Class A misdemeanor to disrupt any religious service.  According to records compiled by the Administrative Office of the Courts, there was one criminal conviction under the current KRS 525.145 in 2010.  As such, few criminal cases for disrupting a religious service are expected.
Local governments are responsible for the cost of incarcerating an individual who does not make bail when charged with a Class B or Class A misdemeanor as well as an individual convicted of one of these offenses.  A person convicted of a Class B misdemeanor or a Class A misdemeanor can be incarcerated respectively for up to 90 days or one year in one of Kentucky's 84 jails.  While the expense of housing inmates varies by jail, each additional inmate will increase facility costs by an estimated average of $31.34 per day.
