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AN ACT relating to Constables.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS 65.003 TO 65.158 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
Notwithstanding any other provision of the Kentucky Revised Statutes concerning the office of constable, the legislative body of a county, charter county, urban-county government, unified local government, or consolidated local government may adopt ordinances specifying the duties and responsibilities of the office of constable in that county, charter county, urban-county government, unified local government, or consolidated local government.

(2) 
In no county, charter county, urban-county government, unified local government, or consolidated local government shall the duties and responsibilities of the office of constable exceed those specified in the Kentucky Revised Statutes, nor shall any county, charter county, urban-county government, unified local government, or consolidated local government remove all the duties and responsibilities from the office of constable.

(3)
If the legislative body of a county, charter county, urban-county government, unified local government, or consolidated local government specifies the duties and responsibilities of the office of constable in an ordinance, the office of constable shall only have those duties and responsibilities in that county, charter county, urban-county government, unified local government, or consolidated local government, notwithstanding any other provision of the Kentucky Revised Statutes concerning the office of constable.

(4)
If the legislative body of a county, charter county, urban-county government, unified local government, or consolidated local government adopts an ordinance that removes duties and responsibilities of the office of constable that relate to compensation, the provisions of the ordinance relating to compensation shall not take effect prior to the completion of the terms of the constables serving at the time of the adoption of the ordinance in that county, charter county, urban-county government, unified local government, or consolidated local government.

(5)
Notwithstanding any other provision of this section, no county, charter county, urban-county government, unified local government, or consolidated local government shall, in an ordinance passed under this section, remove the authority of constables to issue citations for nonmoving motor vehicle offenses, including but not limited to offenses related to KRS 186.020, 186.042, 186.050, 186.0425, 189.456, 189.458, and 189.459.
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
