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AN ACT relating to crimes and punishments.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 433 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
When a person is convicted of a violation of KRS 514.030, 514.040, 514.050, 514.070, or 514.110 and the theft involved a ferrous metal, nonferrous metal, or other item for which recordkeeping is required pursuant to KRS 433.890, the court shall provide a written order to the defendant that he or she shall not sell, attempt to sell, conspire with another to sell, solicit the sale, or facilitate the sale of a ferrous metal, nonferrous metal, or other item for which recordkeeping is required pursuant to KRS 433.890 for a period of five (5) years following the later of his or her conviction if not incarcerated, or five (5) years following his or her release on parole, or confinement in jail or the penitentiary. If the person is released on probation or home confinement, the five (5) year period shall begin on the date on which the probation or home incarceration begins.

(2)
Subsection (1) of this section shall not apply to the sale of a motor vehicle legally owned by and registered to the person subject to a ban pursuant to this section.

SECTION 2.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 30A IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

Following the entry of the judgment of conviction of a defendant specified in Section 1 of this Act, the circuit clerk shall retain a copy of the court order imposing the ban specified in Section 1 of this Act in the records of the case.

SECTION 3.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 433 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
A person who is banned under Section 1 of this Act from selling ferrous metal, nonferrous metals, or other item for which recordkeeping is required pursuant to KRS 433.890 shall not during the period the ban is in effect sell, attempt to sell, solicit the sale of, facilitate the sale of, or conspire with another to sell such items.

(2)
A person who violates subsection (1) of this section shall be guilty of a Class D felony.

SECTION 4.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 431 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:
The provisions of Section 3 of this Act shall not repeal or modify any other offense, including but not limited to violations of KRS Chapter 512 or 514, but shall be held and construed to be ancillary and supplemental thereto. A person may be convicted of a violation of Section 3 of this Act and any other criminal offense, and a violation of Section 3 of this Act shall not be considered as a lesser included offense, subject to the rule of lenity, or double jeopardy.
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
