Part II:  Purpose and Mechanics
HB 484 GA amends KRS 527.020 to permit a person to carry on or about his or her person a concealed deadly weapon without a concealed deadly weapon license in the following situations:  (1) when the person is on his or her own property or the property of relatives; or (2) when the person is the sole proprietor of the business and on property owned or leased by the business.
Part III:  Fiscal Explanation, Bill Provisions, and Estimated Cost
The fiscal impact of HB 484 GA on local governments is a minimal cost. The only costs identified are related to education and the possible need to amend policies and procedures.  Local law enforcement agencies will need to make sure their officers are aware of the HB 484 GA exceptions to requiring a concealed deadly weapon license.
