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On page 2, after line 20, by inserting the following:

"SECTION 2.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 216 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
All long-term-care facilities shall report to the Office of the Inspector General, Cabinet for Health and Family Services:

(a)
Each incident in which a resident falls, develops an infection, or develops a decubitus ulcer; and

(b)
The cost of any care and treatment for injuries sustained in a fall by a resident or for an infection or decubitus ulcer.

(2)
The Office of the Inspector General shall establish a clearinghouse for incidents reported under subsection (1) of this section. Data from the clearinghouse shall be posted quarterly in all local newspapers by the:

(a)
Name of the long-term-care facility;

(b)
The number of falls, infections, and decubitus ulcers in each facility; and

(c)
The cost associated with treatment for each fall, infection, or decubitus ulcer in each facility.

(3)
All costs for care and treatment for injuries sustained in a fall by a resident or for an infection or decubitus ulcer shall be reimbursed in full to the Kentucky Medicaid Program, Medicare, or private insurance company that paid the costs.".
