Part II:  Purpose and Mechanics
HB 515 requires the following items to be added to information that must be provided when registering to vote in Kentucky:
1. As an alternative to providing a Social Security number, either a driver’s license number or the number from a personal identification card (non-driver ID card) issued by the Circuit Clerk..

2. For a person with a non-traditional residence address, a drawn map that includes named crossroads or streets nearest to the persons residence or a concise description, including names of crossroads or streets nearest the person’s residence; and

3. The registrant’s signature or mark.

Part III:  Fiscal Explanation, Bill Provisions, and Estimated Cost
The fiscal impact of HB 515 on local government is expected to be nil.
The Kentucky County Clerks Elections Committee reports that Kentucky county clerks are already familiar with these requirements since they mirror the requirements of a national mail voter registration form that is currently in use in Kentucky.  The U. S. Election Assistance Commission has promulgated a national voter registration form that can be used by any U. S. citizen residing in the 50 United States.  The federal form utilizes whatever identifying numbers are required by the various states.  The federal forms also provide the same map drawing accommodations for citizens with non-traditional residence addresses.
