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Beginning on page 1, line 2, by deleting all language after the title and replacing it with the following:

"WHEREAS, the General Assembly finds the public interest to be advanced and the health of the people of the Commonwealth to be enhanced when individuals at risk for obesity, high blood pressure, high cholesterol, asthma, certain cancers, coronary heart disease, stroke, or type II diabetes adopt a healthy diet; and

WHEREAS, the General Assembly desires to provide a national model through the Kentucky Healthy Nutrition Pilot Project, for addressing health problems especially acute in the state's poorest and most nutritionally underserved counties, cities, and neighborhoods;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 205 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
For the purposes of this section:

(a)
"Kentucky Healthy Nutrition Pilot Project" or "pilot project" means one (1) or more programs of nutritional interventions to enhance the health of populations dealing with the most serious health challenges, each of which is approved by a partnering organization and which includes a science-based education component that educates at-risk participants; and

(b)
"Partnering organization" means a nonprofit nutrition education organization that:

1.
a.
Provides a nationally recognized online nutrition education program;

b.
Offers continuing medical education credits (CMEs), continuing education units (CEUs), continuing professional education credits for dietitians (CPEUs), and continuing education contact hours for health education specialists (CECHs); and

c.
Is affiliated with a major university or major university-sponsored e-education program; or

2.
Is affiliated with a for-profit or nonprofit organization that is headquartered in Kentucky and focused on health and nutrition.

(2)
The success of the pilot projects in improving health shall be measured using before and after health risk assessments of the participating individuals. Individual assessments shall include measurement of total cholesterol, HDL cholesterol, LDL cholesterol, triglycerides, fasting blood glucose, blood pressure, pulse rate, waist measurement, height, and weight. The organization implementing the pilot project shall provide a report to the Legislative Research Commission that includes a description of the pilot project and the results of assessments, with all individually identifying information removed.

(3)
Kentucky Healthy Nutrition Pilot Projects shall be implemented by a local health department, the University of Kentucky College of Public Health, the University of Louisville School of Public Health and Information Services, the University of Kentucky Cooperative Extension Service, or the Kentucky State University Cooperative Extension Program, in cooperation with a partnering organization that makes the pilot possible by providing the necessary support and services to fund and operate the program.".
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
