Part II:  Purpose and Mechanics
BR 239 amends KRS 512.070.  That statute defines the offense of criminal littering for individuals.  BR 239 expands criminal littering to include corporations and organizations that cause unsolicited advertising or materials to be placed upon any privately owned lawn, walkway, or driveway, or upon a privately owned stoop in any manner that would permit the elements to redeposit the unsolicited advertising material onto a lawn, walkway or driveway.  Criminal littering is a Class A misdemeanor potentially subjecting the corporation to a $10,000 fine.  BR 239 also authorizes local governments to enact more stringent ordinances affecting unsolicited advertising materials. 

Part III:  Fiscal Explanation, Bill Provisions, and Estimated Cost
The fiscal impact of BR 239 on local governments is expected to be minimal.  Violations of the bill will not result in pretrial or post conviction incarceration costs to local governments.  Local law enforcement may incur a negligible cost enforcing the criminal penalty; however, any cost would be offset by less litter for local governments to clean up.  Law enforcement anticipates few cases actually resulting from BR 239.  

Local governments are authorized, under BR 239, to pass stricter corporate littering ordinances.  Stricter ordinances could potentially result in increased revenue for local governments.  
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
