LOCAL IMPACT: Local governments are responsible for the cost of incarcerating individuals charged with Class A or B misdemeanors and housing those charged with felony offenses until disposition of the case. While the expense of housing inmates varies by jail, the state reimbursement is $34.91 per inmate. Note: projections are based on the daily rate x 365 x number of years (rounded).
Section 6 Creates a new Class B misdemeanor if a person operates a vehicle or motorcycle without a functioning ignition interlock device when prohibited to do so. The sentencing court shall order the defendant to participate in the ignition interlock program for an additional one (1) year, subsequent to any other required period of participation in the program and prior to the person becoming eligible to have his or her full license restored.
