Part II:  Purpose and Mechanics
KRS 237.128 permits honorably retired peace officers to carry concealed deadly weapons if they meet the provisions of the federal Law Enforcement Officers Safety Act, the provisions of KRS 237.18 to 237.142 and desire to carry a weapon in conformity with the federal Law Enforcement Officers Safety Act.  BR 390 updates technical references to the Law Enforcement Officers Safety Act and directs the Kentucky State Police to adopt administrative regulations conforming to changes in applicable federal law.  

Part III:  Fiscal Explanation, Bill Provisions, and Estimated Cost
The fiscal impact of BR 390 on local governments is expected to be nil.  

The bill is a technical amendment with no substantive changes to existing law.  BR 390 updates references to the Law Enforcement Officers Safety Act to reflect changes in federal law resulting from the passage of the Law Enforcement Officers Safety Act Improvements Act of 2010.  Therefore, there should be no new cost to local governments.  
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
