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AN ACT relating to the federal "Secure Communities" program.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 17 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
Each law enforcement agency in the Commonwealth, including but not limited to:

(a)
The Department of Kentucky State Police, the Department of Fish and Wildlife Resources, and all other state law enforcement agencies;

(b)
All sheriff's departments, all municipal police departments, all airport safety and security departments, all public university safety and security departments, and all other local law enforcement agencies; and

(c)
The Department of Corrections, all local jails, and all regional jails;


shall enroll and participate in the Department of Homeland Security, Immigration and Customs Enforcement Secure Communities program.

(2)
No agency of state or local government shall prohibit or interfere with participation in the Secure Communities program. No public servant as defined in KRS 519.010 shall prohibit or restrict any person or agency from participating in the Secure Communities program.
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
