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A JOINT RESOLUTION designating Kentucky Route 215 in Harlan County as the "Coach Earl Rogers Highway."

WHEREAS, Earl Rogers, a native of Loyall, was born on July 27, 1927; and

WHEREAS, Earl Rogers attended Loyall High School and Union College; and 

WHEREAS, Earl Rogers is a former member of the House of Representatives, having served the 90th House District in 1952; and

WHEREAS, Earl Rogers has been a figure in Harlan County sports since 1953, when he began his coaching career at Evarts High School and Junior High; and

WHEREAS, during the first year of his eight years as baseball coach at Evarts High School, Earl Rogers' team defeated Cumberland 53-0 in a game that featured "Hot Dog" Fletcher pitching a no-hitter; and

WHEREAS, Earl Rogers also coached junior high basketball for ten years, winning the county championship four times, and boys high school basketball from 1972-1978, reaching the regional tournament once; and

WHEREAS, for six years, Earl Rogers coached girls basketball, where his expert tutelage lead his team to two regional tournament berths; and

WHEREAS, four of the girls on Earl Rogers' teams were awarded college basketball scholarships; and

WHEREAS, Earl Rogers started the Evarts High School girls softball program and coached the team for one year; and

WHEREAS, his love of coaching could not be contained, and Earl Rogers also coached the track team for one year and was assistant football coach for two years;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Transportation Cabinet is hereby directed to designate Kentucky Route 215 in Harlan County as the "Coach Earl Rogers Highway" and shall, within 30 days of the effective date of this Resolution, erect appropriate signs denoting this designation.
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
