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A JOINT RESOLUTION directing the Transportation Cabinet to designate Kentucky Route 152 in Mercer County, from mile point 10.976 to mile point 18.894, as the "Jack Coleman Sr. Memorial Highway."

WHEREAS, Jack Coleman Sr. was born May 23, 1924, in Mercer County; and

WHEREAS, Jack Coleman Sr. played on the University of Louisville basketball team from 1947-1949; and

WHEREAS, after averaging 14.0 points a game his final year at the University of Louisville, Jack Coleman Sr. was drafted by the Rochester Royals of the National Basketball Association in 1949; and

WHEREAS, Jack Coleman Sr. played for a total of nine seasons in the NBA with the Rochester Royals and the St. Louis Hawks, amassing 6,271 points, 5,186 rebounds, and 1,749 assists; and

WHEREAS, Jack Coleman Sr. won NBA Championships with the Rochester Royals in 1951 and the St. Louis Hawks in 1958 and also represented the Rochester Royals in the 1955 NBA All-Star Game; and

WHEREAS, Jack Coleman Sr. traversed these earthly bounds on December 11, 1998, and is survived by a host of family and friends who deeply cared for him; and

WHEREAS, this Honorable Body recognizes the many accomplishments of Jack Coleman Sr. and is forever grateful for his accomplishments and representation of the Commonwealth throughout his basketball career;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Transportation Cabinet is hereby directed to designate Kentucky Route 152 in Mercer County, from Mile Point 10.976 to Mile Point 18.894, as the "Jack Coleman Sr. Memorial Highway." The Transportation Cabinet shall, within 30 days of the effective date of this Resolution, erect the appropriate signage denoting this designation.
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
