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A JOINT RESOLUTION directing the Transportation Cabinet to erect signs on United States Highway 25E in Knox County that proudly proclaim Knox County as the home of 2012 Kentucky Middle School Social Studies Teacher of the Year, Brent Jackson.

WHEREAS, Brent Jackson has been a dedicated teacher in the Corbin School District for 14 years, the last ten of which he has taught social studies at Corbin Middle School; and

WHEREAS, Brent Jackson makes our nation's early history come alive for the students; and 

WHEREAS, Brent Jackson has presented at multiple state conferences on the successes of the Social Studies Department at Corbin Middle School, and also presented at the National Middle School Conference in November 2011; and

WHEREAS, along with teaching, Brent Jackson has also had a successful football coaching career at Corbin Middle School for the past 14 years.  His team was the eighth-grade Kentucky Middle School Football Association Middle School semi-finalist in 2009, and the State Champions in 2010.  Brent Jackson presented at the Nike Coach of the Year Clinic in 2009 and 2010; and

WHEREAS, Brent Jackson sets the right example for his students every day, both in and out of the classroom; and

WHEREAS, this Honorable Body recognizes the benefit of such excellence in teaching for the future of the Commonwealth;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.
The Transportation Cabinet is hereby directed to honor Brent Jackson by erecting signs on both entrances into Knox County on United States Highway 25E, that read "Home of 2012 Kentucky Middle School Social Studies Teacher of the Year, Brent Jackson."  The signs erected under this section shall remain in place for at least one year from the date of their placement.
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
