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A JOINT RESOLUTION directing the Transportation Cabinet to erect signs on a portion of Kentucky Route 80 in Laurel County that proudly proclaim Laurel County as the home of the 2011 World Champion Trap Shooter, Keith Parrott.

WHEREAS, Keith Parrott won his title in the 112th Grand American World Trapshooting Tournament in August, 2011, at Sparta, Illinois; and

WHEREAS, competing against 2,275 others, Keith Parrott tied Randy Buhr of Washington, Missouri by shooting 100-for-100; and

WHEREAS, in a shootoff, Keith Parrott went 25-for-25, while Buhr was 22-for-25; and

WHEREAS, a Trap & Field magazine description notes that shooters fire at clay targets launched at varying angles; and

WHEREAS, in handicap, Keith Parrott's title event, shooters are assigned a firing line from 19 to 27 yards, based on averages and ability, and fire at one target at a time; and

WHEREAS, Keith Parrott won from the 21 ½-yard line;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.  The Transportation Cabinet is hereby directed to honor Keith Parrott by erecting signs on Kentucky Route 80 at the Clay County/Laurel County line and at the intersection with Kentucky Route 192 that read "Home of the 2011 World Champion Trap Shooter, Keith Parrott."  The Transportation Cabinet shall, within 30 days of the effective date of this Resolution, erect signs along the locations specified that read "Home of the 2011 World Champion Trap Shooter, Keith Parrott."
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
