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A JOINT RESOLUTION designating the Deputy Bristol Taylor Memorial Highway in Knott County.

WHEREAS, Deputy Bristol Taylor was born on March 17, 1944, and he traversed these earthly bounds on November 23, 1973; and

WHEREAS, Bristol Taylor was the son of Everett and Mattie Short Taylor; he was the loving husband of Fern; and he was the beloved father of Tony, Micky, and Deronda; and

WHEREAS, Deputy Bristol Taylor enlisted in the Army on October 4, 1960, and served until 1966; and

WHEREAS, Deputy Bristol Taylor spent 11 months and six days in France and 13 months and 19 days in the United States on active duty; and

WHEREAS, Deputy Bristol Taylor was a member of the army reserves from September 28, 1962, until September 30, 1966; and

WHEREAS, at the beginning of his work career, Bristol Taylor ran a country grocery store and also drove a Knott County school bus; and

WHEREAS, in 1969 Bristol Taylor became a chief deputy sheriff and served in that capacity until 1973; and

WHEREAS, Deputy Bristol Taylor died in the line of duty on November 23, 1973, at Mousie, Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, the Commonwealth of Kentucky has the highest respect for Deputy Bristol Taylor and is deeply grateful for the ultimate sacrifice he made for the protection of its citizens; and

WHEREAS, it is fitting and proper that we memorialize this valiant son of the Commonwealth, who gave his life in the service of its citizens, no matter how insignificant our actions are in repayment for his heroism and bravery;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.
The Transportation Cabinet shall designate Kentucky Route 1393, between the intersection of Kentucky Route 899 and Kentucky Route 1383 in Knott County, as the "Deputy Bristol Taylor Memorial Highway," and shall, within 30 days of the effective date of this Resolution, erect appropriate signs denoting this designation.
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
