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A JOINT RESOLUTION designating a portion of United States Route 119 in Pike County as the "Charles E. 'Fuzzy' Keesee Corridor."

WHEREAS, Charles E. "Fuzzy" Keesee was first elected to serve as sheriff of Pike County in 1960, being re-elected to three straight non-consecutive terms; and

WHEREAS, beginning in 1985, Charles E. "Fuzzy" Keesee has continuously served as Pike County Sheriff, making him the longest serving sheriff in the history of the Commonwealth of Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, Charles E. "Fuzzy" Keesee has also served as a member and one-term president of the Kentucky Sheriff’s Association Board of Directors as well as a member of the Rules and Regulations Committee for the National Sheriff’s Association; and

WHEREAS, Charles E. "Fuzzy" Keesee was a prominent figure in the book, "Tales From Kentucky Sheriffs," authored by folklorist, William Lynwood Montell, which offers narratives of past and present sheriffs across the Commonwealth; and

WHEREAS, a tangible public acknowledgement, however small, will serve as a constant reminder of the outstanding public service Sheriff Charles E. "Fuzzy" Keesee has provided to the citizens of Pike County;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Transportation Cabinet shall designate United State Route 119, from the West Virginia Border to the intersection of Kentucky Route 199 at Huddy, as the "Charles E. 'Fuzzy' Keesee Corridor," and shall, within 30 days of the effective date of this Resolution, erect appropriate signs denoting this designation. This designation shall supersede any previous honorary designation of this section of highway.
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
