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A JOINT RESOLUTION designating "The Charles Family Bridge" in Pike County.

WHEREAS, George Charles was born in Rowan, North Carolina, in 1763, the son of German immigrant Hans Michael Charles; and

WHEREAS, the Charles family settled on Raccoon Creek in the early 1800's; and

WHEREAS, George's son, Frederick, raised his family on Raccoon Creek as did the following paternal familial line: Andrew Jackson Charles, Greenville Charles, Allen Charles, Paris Charles, and his two living children, Arnold and Ronald Charles; and

WHEREAS, one of Arnold's Daughters, Mary Layne, has remained in Raccoon with her immediate family; and

WHEREAS, the Charles family had a nearby logging business in the early years and have owned property in the community for many generations; and

WHEREAS, naming the bridge on Raccoon Creek after the Charles family recognizes them as one of the original and long-standing families on Raccoon Creek;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.
The Transportation Cabinet shall honor the Charles family by designating bridge number B167N, the first bridge on KY 1441 past the turn-off to Frozen in Pike County, as "The Charles Family Bridge."  The Transportation Cabinet shall, within 30 days of the effective date of this Resolution erect signs at both ends of the bridge specified in this section that read "The Charles Family Bridge."
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
