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A RESOLUTION adjourning the House of Representatives in honor and loving memory of Julius Calloway, Jr., an esteemed member of the original Tuskegee Airmen.

WHEREAS, in spite of adversity and limited opportunities during that time, Julius Calloway, Jr., was able to break through the color barrier to achieve his dreams of flying; and

WHEREAS, growing up in Louisville, Julius Calloway, Jr., graduated from Central High School in 1942, and went on to lead a distinguished military career; and 

WHEREAS, in November 1944, Julius Calloway, Jr., received his wings with the Tuskegee Airmen, but did not deploy overseas before the war ended. After he was discharged from the army, he joined the Air Force Reserves in 1946, and started the Calloway Flying Service at Bowman Field; and

WHEREAS, Julius Calloway, Jr., reenlisted in the Air Force during the Korean War and trained pilots to fly jet aircraft. He retired from the Air Force in 1970 as a major, having served in Korea, Morocco, and Thailand; and

WHEREAS, Julius Calloway, Jr., went on to take over as the human resource manager for the Louisville and Jefferson County Air Board in 1971, from which he retired in 1990 after 19 years of hard work and dedication; and

WHEREAS, Julius Calloway, Jr., was inducted into the Kentucky Aviation Hall of Fame in 1997.  He was awarded an honorary doctorate degree from Tuskegee University and was one of the original Tuskegee Airmen honored with the Congressional Gold Medal; and

WHEREAS, Julius Calloway, Jr., was preceded in death by his wife of 62 years, Jacqueline Dreher Calloway.  He was the beloved brother to Irvin Calloway and leaves behind his four children, Julius Calloway III, Heber Calloway, Linda Johnson, and Jacqueline Richardson, as well as five grandchildren and seven great-grandchildren; and 

WHEREAS, on Monday, January 23, 2012, Julius Calloway, Jr., traversed these earthly bounds and left behind an inspiring legacy to guide future generations; 

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives does hereby express its most profound sense of sorrow to the family and friends of Julius Calloway, Jr., upon his passing.
