A RESOLUTION recognizing the vital role that agriculture plays in Kentucky's economy, and recognizing that agriculture provides Kentucky's citizens with the most nutritious and affordable food in the world.

WHEREAS, it is important that we consume healthy foods containing adequate vitamins, minerals, fiber, and other nutrients; and

WHEREAS, it is critical that our farmers provide us with a diversified array of food, including nutritious grains such as corn, soybeans, and wheat; healthy, lean meat and other products from cattle, hogs, poultry, sheep, and goats; fresh fruits and vegetables; and wholesome milk, cheese, and other products from our dairy industry; and

WHEREAS, direct market channels, farmers' markets, produce auctions, and other wholesale markets have enabled our citizens to eat a healthier, more-balanced diet; and

WHEREAS, agriculture helps sustain many other industries in our state and contributes heavily to our tax base; and

WHEREAS, aided by higher commodity prices, increased acreage, and higher yields, Kentucky's 2011 farm cash receipts exceeded $5 billion for the first time ever; and

WHEREAS, programs such as the Farm to Food Bank program benefit from Kentucky agriculture and need the continued support of the agriculture community; and

WHEREAS, commodity groups, colleges of agriculture, agricultural lenders, and local, state, and federal agencies all contribute to the strength of our agricultural economy; and

WHEREAS, all sectors of the agricultural community are united in their support of Kentucky agriculture, as evidenced by the agriculture appreciation reception recently sponsored by the Kentucky State University College of Agriculture, Food Science, and Sustainable Systems, Kentucky Association of Conservation Districts, Kentucky Corn Growers Association, Kentucky Soybean Association, Kentucky Cattlemen's Association, Kentucky Pork Producers Association, Farm Credit Services of Mid-America, Kentucky Poultry Federation, Purchase of Agricultural Conservation Easements Board, Kentucky Dairy Development Council, Kentucky Soil and Water Conservation Commission, USDA Natural Resources Conservation Service, and the Kentucky Agricultural Development Fund;
