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A RESOLUTION recognizing Saturday, February 4, 2012, as "Shop and Share Day" in the Commonwealth to support Kentucky Domestic Violence Association shelters.

WHEREAS, "Shop and Share Day" is a one day drive to gather goods and necessities for domestic violence shelters across the Commonwealth; and

WHEREAS, the Kentucky Domestic Violence Association (KDVA) was founded in 1981 and its mission is to end intimate partner violence, promote healthy relationships, and engage communities through social change, economic empowerment, educational opportunities, and other prevention strategies; and

WHEREAS, there are 15 domestic violence programs in Kentucky. The programs began as safe shelters for victims of domestic violence, but in addition to providing a safe, secure environment for victim survivors and their children, programs now also offer a variety of support services to residents and non-residents including legal court advocacy, case management, safety planning, support groups, individual counseling, housing assistance, job searching, and children's groups; and

WHEREAS, "Shop and Share Day" is being hosted at all Kroger stores across Kentucky and at 13 Food City stores in Eastern Kentucky. There will be volunteers at each of these stores providing lists of items needed at the shelters such as canned foods, school supplies, toilet paper, and soap. Additionally monetary donations will also be accepted; and

WHEREAS, the First Lady of Kentucky, Jane Beshear, along with fellow anti-domestic violence advocates Madeline Abramson, Mary Karen Stumbo, Dr. Mary Lynne Capilouto, Dr. Alex Gerrasimides, and KDVA board president Ann Perkins, encourage all Kentuckians to participate in "Shop and Share Day" in the Commonwealth;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives does hereby recognize Saturday, February 4, 2012, as "Shop and Share Day" in the Commonwealth.

Section 2.   The House of Representatives additionally recognizes the efforts of all domestic violence programs in Kentucky and the vital work they do on behalf of the citizens of the Commonwealth.
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
