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A RESOLUTION adjourning the House of Representatives in honor and recognition of the 50th anniversary season of the Maysville Players.

WHEREAS, after five decades, the Maysville Players are still leading the way with professional quality theatrical productions in one of the nation's oldest opera houses; and

WHEREAS, the Maysville Players began in 1962 with a production of Thornton Wilder's "Our Town" on the stage of the Maysville High School auditorium; and

WHEREAS, finding early success and support from the community, the Maysville Players purchased the Washington Opera House in the 1960s, The building was constructed during the 1850s, and is the fifth oldest building of its kind in the United States; and

WHEREAS, more than 200 productions have been presented on the stage of the Washington Opera House. The Maysville Players are now the oldest community theater in continuing operation in the Commonwealth; and

WHEREAS, the pool of talented individuals throughout the region has made the Maysville Players a success. As part of their mission, the Maysville Players have taken pride in introducing new talent to their loyal audiences; and

WHEREAS, the Maysville Players reach out to the young people of the community by offering workshops and performances for performers ages four to 18, introducing them to the joy of performing in the theater; 

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:
