WHEREAS, Mr. Walton was preceded in death by his beloved wife, Barbara Hutchinson Walton, his son, Leslie Simpson Walton, and his parents. He is survived by his son, Todd (Robin) Walton, his three grandchildren, Jason Walton, Travis Walton, and Matthew (Jenna) Walton, and his two great-grandchildren, Addison Lela Walton and William Anderson Walton; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Walton traversed these earthly bounds on February 1, 2012, at the age of 81, and an entire community joins his friends and family in mourning his loss;
