WHEREAS, Sergeant Jeremy R. Summers was born January 30, 1984, in Cynthiana, Kentucky; and he traversed these earthly bounds on July 14, 2011; and

WHEREAS, Sergeant Jeremy R. Summers was the beloved son of Kenneth Michael and Laura Jo Summers; he was the caring grandson of Joyce Wagoner and Mary Fowler; he was the loving brother of Austin Hunter and Jessica Elizabeth Summers; and he leaves behind many other family members and friends who loved him dearly; and

WHEREAS, Sergeant Jeremy R. Summers graduated from Bracken County High School, in Brooksville, Kentucky, in 2002; and

WHEREAS, Sergeant Jeremy R. Summers followed both his parents and enlisted in the United States Army in March 2005; and he was assigned to Headquarters and Headquarters Company, 2nd Battalion, 506th Infantry Regiment, 4th Brigade Combat Team, 101st Airborne Division (Air Assault), Fort Campbell, Kentucky; and

Summers gallantly served his country with honor and distinction; he was buried with full military honors at the Battle Grove Cemetery in Cynthiana, Kentucky; and his awards and decorations include the: Purple Heart Medal, Bronze Star Medal, Army Commendation Medal with Oak Leaf Cluster, Army Achievement Medal, Army Good Conduct Medal, National Defense Service Medal, Korea Defense Service Medal, Afghanistan Campaign Medal with Bronze Service Star, Global War on Terrorism Service Medal, Global War on Terrorism Expeditionary Medal, Noncommissioned Officer Professional Development Ribbon, Army Service Ribbon, Overseas Service Ribbon, NATO Medal, Combat Action Badge, and Marksmanship Expert Qualification Badge; and 

WHEREAS, the Commonwealth of Kentucky has the highest respect for Sergeant Jeremy R. Summers and is deeply grateful for the ultimate sacrifice he made for the freedom of all Americans; and

WHEREAS, the passing of Sergeant Jeremy R. Summers has left a void that cannot be filled, and he is mourned across the length and breadth of the Commonwealth;
