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A RESOLUTION honoring the Louisville Central High School Yellowjackets football team, 2011 KHSAA Class 3A State Champions.

WHEREAS, on December 3, 2011, in front of 5,360 fans at Houchens Industries L.T. Smith Stadium in Bowling Green, the Louisville Central High School Yellowjackets defeated the Belfry High School Pirates by a score of 15-14 to earn the 2011 KHSAA Class 3A Football Championship; and

WHEREAS, the state championship continued the recent dominance of the Yellowjackets, who won the school's second consecutive state championship and their fourth in the past five years; and

WHEREAS, the Yellowjackets lost only three games through the course of the season, all to Class 6A schools, by a combined total of six points, on their way to a final record of 12 wins and three losses; and

WHEREAS, Central's five-game playoff run was an exercise in dominance in the earlier rounds, as they won their first four playoff games by an average score of 42-9, and the embodiment of performance under pressure in the final, when Tajh Milliken threw a 35 yard touchdown pass to Cornelius Bolden for the game winning score with just over two minutes left in the game; and

WHEREAS, in the championship game, the Yellowjackets held the Belfry Pirates to just 14 points, 24 points below their season's average, and 104 yards rushing, well below their season average of 341 yards per game; and

WHEREAS, individual defensive standouts for the Yellowjackets in the championship game included defensive back Derius Jones, who garnered a key interception with his team holding a one point lead late in the fourth quarter, and Dekwain Tarrance, whose tackle of the Belfry quarterback to end the Pirate's last drive was his eighth of the game; and

WHEREAS, the Yellowjackets lost all-state running back Anthony "Ace" Wales to an injury early in the game and had to depend on offense from other sources, such as Jaquez Howard, who carried the ball 14 times for 59 yards, and the passing of Milliken, who completed eight of 12 passes for 151 yards and two touchdowns; and

WHEREAS, the Yellowjackets were led by head coach Ty Scroggins, who was assisted by Norman Alvis, Jr., Raesean Bruce, Antonio L. Dishman, Chad M. Goodwin, Kevin Harris, Blake Hoagland, Lamont Jenkins, Nathaniel Payne, Terry Rice-Locket, James Simpson, Brian Stidham, Brian Stidham, Sr., and Kenneth White; and

WHEREAS, the perseverance, dedication, and teamwork exhibited by the 2011 Central Yellowjackets should serve as a role model for the youth of this Commonwealth, and their sustained excellence over the past several years is a testament to the outstanding leadership exhibited by their coaches and upperclassmen;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The members of this Honorable Body, both individually and collectively, hereby congratulate the Louisville Central High School Yellowjackets, Head Coach Ty Scroggins, the assistant coaches and staff, Athletic Director Marlon Miller, Principal Dan Withers, and the entire Central High School community upon winning the 2011 KHSAA Class 3A Football Championship, and wish the school, its players, and its coaches the best in all future endeavors.
