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A RESOLUTION honoring the United Parcel Service, the Metropolitan College, and Metropolitan College Ambassadors Mr. Joshua Bender, Mr. Jason Koerner, Mr. Edric Salone, and Ms. Tara State on the occasion of initial employment placements under the Metropolitan College Ambassadors Program.

WHEREAS, the Metropolitan College is a venture begun in 1998 as a partnership among the Commonwealth of Kentucky, the Louisville Metro Government, the Jefferson Community and Technical College, the University of Louisville, and the United Parcel Service; and

WHEREAS, the Metropolitan College's Workforce Advisory Board has created the Metropolitan College Ambassadors Program to enable program graduates to be appointed to local jobs in an effort to match available positions with appropriate skills and to keep Kentucky's best and brightest achievers at home to enhance our local communities; and 

WHEREAS, Mr. Joshua Bender, Mr. Jason Koerner, Mr. Edric Salone, and Ms. Tara State have achieved the distinction of becoming the first graduates named Metropolitan College Ambassadors upon their placement in positions with Norton Healthcare and the Ford Motor Company;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:
