WHEREAS, Mr. Jerry Gore was born in Maysville, Kentucky, and is a 1966 graduate of Maysville High School; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Gore is three-time graduate of Morehead State University with an undergraduate degree in industrial arts education and two masters degrees in education and higher education administration; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Gore is the great-great-grandson of Addison White, Ohio's "most famous fugitive on the Underground Railroad"; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Gore is a founding member of the National Underground Railroad Museum, Inc., and a founder of the Kentucky Underground Railroad Association; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Gore is a member of the advisory board to the Kentucky Underground Railroad Association and regularly serves as a consultant on the history of the Underground Railroad; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Gore is the founder of Freedom Time, a company focusing on the history of African slavery and the Underground Railroad movement; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Gore has served as the minority student affairs director at Morehead State University and is the executive director of the National Underground Railroad Museum in Maysville, Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, the National Education Association presented Mr. Gore with the Carter G. Woodson Memorial Award, honoring Mr. Gore for his activities in black affairs, which have significantly impacted the education and achievement of equal opportunity of the citizens of the Commonwealth of Kentucky and the country;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:
