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A RESOLUTION urging Kentucky's jailers to utilize prisoner labor for community-service-related projects.

WHEREAS, current economic conditions have placed a strain on the ability of charitable organizations to accomplish the goals and missions of their organizations; and

WHEREAS, organizations such as the Kentucky Food Bank have an urgent need for volunteer labor to assist them in their mission to aid Kentucky's families in need; and

WHEREAS, Kentucky's jailers have been authorized to utilize prisoner labor for nonreligious-sponsored nonprofit, charitable, or service organization community-service-related projects; and

WHEREAS, permitting appropriate prisoners in Kentucky's jails to participate in these worthwhile community-service-related projects directly benefits Kentuckians in need, Kentucky communities, and enhances both the prisoner's rehabilitation and employment prospects;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The jailer of every county is urged to utilize prisoner labor to the maximum extent possible to aid nonreligious-sponsored nonprofit, charitable, or service organization community-service-related projects for the benefit of all Kentuckians, as authorized under KRS 441.125.
