He was preceded in death by his daughter, Terry Lynn Wells; his sons, David Dudley Wells and Charles Snowden Wells; his parents, Boyd Dudley and Bertha Asbill Wells; his sisters Dorothy Bucher, Doris Patton, Opal Wells, and Hazel Wells; and his brothers Douglas Wells and Daniel Wells. He is survived by his beloved wife and companion of sixty-three years, Betty Pigg Wells; his brothers Donald Wells, Dean Wells, and Darrell Wells; his sisters Diana Ross, Darlene Sparks, and Darnetta Congleton; granddaughters Hannah Cassandra Wells, Ashley Elaine Wells, and Hayley Lynn Wells; a grandson, Jared Adams; and countless other loving friends and relatives;
