Although his father’s work required relocation to many states, Mr. Cobb always considered Frankfort as his home. He attended Good Shepherd School and the University of Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, in the 1960s, Mr. Cobb was Director of the Frankfort Chamber of Commerce, and his leadership experience served him well when he traveled the Commonwealth in service to Wendell Ford's campaign for Governor in the early 1970s; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Cobb was Division Director with the Department of Economic Development. After retiring from state government, he became the Executive Director of the Municipal Electric Power Association of Kentucky, and later he became an independent registered agent, lobbying on behalf of the Municipal Electric Power Association of Kentucky, the Kentucky State Police Professional Association, Anheuser Busch, and the Kentucky Academy of Physician Assistants; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Cobb’s involvement in the community was evident in his service as President of the Frankfort Jaycees, State Director of the Jaycees, and President of the Kentucky Industrial Development Council. He served a term on Frankfort’s Industrial Development Authority board; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Cobb's passion was evident throughout his life, and was extended toward his family, the Kentucky Derby, and his enthusiasm for talking about horse racing; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Cobb is survived by his daughter, Nancy (Earl) McKigney; his son, Richard Cobb; and his grandson and soon-to-be college graduate, Ryan McKigney, of whom he was extremely proud. He is also survived by his brother, David Cobb; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Cobb was preceded in death by his parents, Wandell and Pansy Cobb; and Helen, his beloved wife of 53 years. Having first met in Saratoga Springs, New York, the teenagers would ride the train to New York City, hold hands while walking through Central Park, and sneak kisses under the many bridges;

NOW, THEREFORE,
